ALABAMA ARC 2017 PRELIMINARY APPLICATION INFORMATION

On July 13, 2016, the Alabama Appalachian Regional Commission Program will begin accepting Preliminary Applications for FY 2017 funding.  All necessary application forms may be found at the ADECA ARC web page http://adeca.alabama.gov/Divisions/ced/Pages/Appalachian-Regional-Commission.aspx under the “News and Events” Section, beginning July 13, 2016.
The ARC Preliminary Application Template/Outline is designed to be used as a template.  Information entered on the template can be edited and saved.   There is no limit on the number of pages that you can submit; however, most Preliminary Applications should be between 3 to 5 pages in total.
The Basic Agency section is for construction projects only.  “Basic Agency” refers to the other federal or state funds and/or loans involved in the project and the agency which will be the Administrative Agency for the grant.  Examples would be CDBG, USDA, ALDOT, EDA, etc.  If your construction project does not include any other federal or state funds and/or loans such as those mentioned above, ADECA/Alabama ARC will facilitate administration of the project, subject to project guidelines, goals and outcomes.  
The Funding Section of the template is an example only.  Your funding breakdown may be much different.  However, there must be local match funds involved in the project and the local match must correlate with the County Status Designations. As noted in the Template/Outline, please include a SF424 and a SF424a for Non-Construction projects and SF424c for Construction projects.  Please use the SF 424(s) which are posted on the ADECA/ARC webpage.  Many applicants and entities use the longer/standard 424 for other federal and state grant applications.  We and ARC prefer the format on our webpage.  You should be able to download the forms, complete them and save them.
Please use the “ARC 2017 Guidance for Performance Measures” when determining your outcomes and outputs.  These can be paired or single.  Projects must have at least 1 output measure and 1 outcome measure, depending on your project. 
Please arrange your Preliminary Application in the following order:
1. Preliminary Application
2. Maps (Construction Projects Only)
3. SF424
4. SF424a (Non-Construction) or SF424c (Construction)
5. Preliminary Engineering Report (Construction Projects Only)

The deadline to submit ARC Preliminary Applications is close of business September 2, 2016.  An original and two (2) copies must be submitted to:
